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Peer Education Evaluation Tool 

Guidance on use

This tool comprises a template for a pre-event questionnaire and a post-event questionnaire.  It can be adapted for use in a workshop, a conference or any other peer education event based on the GSF2011 theme, Dying for Life.

The pre-event questionnaire can be found on page 2.

The post-event questionnaire is on page 3.

Peer educators should allocate a code number to each student, which should be used for both questionnaires. Although the questionnaires are anonymous, the code number enables the matching of any individual’s before and after responses, so that an assessment can be made of how the event has impacted upon knowledge, understanding and attitudes.
You don’t need to use all of the questions in section A of the two questionnaires (we suggest that you just use three or four), but please select your questions carefully. Make sure your chosen questions match with the content you are covering in your peer education.

Feel free to devise your own evaluation tool. But if you use this one, then GSF can collate and analyse the data for you and send you your very own evaluation report.
